As your child answers the questions, you will gain insight 

into his/her thinking.  You can ask any of these questions during your 

child’s independent reading time at home. There is no need for the 

answers to be written.  

 How does the character feel about…? 

 What is (name a character) concerned about? 

 Describe the relationship between… 

 Does this character remind you of any other characters? How? 

 What has the author done to build suspense in this chapter? 

 What do you predict will happen in the next chapter? Why do you 

think this? 

 What does the author do to make you want to continue reading? 


